National Cycle Network
The nearest National Cycle 
Network route to this site is  
route number 46: Gloucester 
to Worcester.

Upton-upon-Severn
From site, there is an easy 3 mile 
cycle to Upton-upon-Severn along 
lanes. Other local cycle routes 
are available from the Tourist 
Information Centre.

Local routes
There is a network of public 
footpaths on and around the 
beautiful Malvern Hills.
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Malvern Hills Footpath
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Visit Clive’s Fruit Farm for local 
produce, a café, animal feeding and 
children’s’ play area and ‘pick your  
own’ fruit.

Take a trip to Upton-on-Severn, where 
you can enjoy boat trips during the 
summer to Tewkesbury and Worcester.

Visit Hanley Swan monthly market 
and Ledbury and Tewkesbury markets, 
which are held weekly.

So convenient for the Three Counties 
Showground, it’s 2.5 miles so you can 
walk and avoid the traffic jams. 

Tewkesbury Abbey and Worcester 
Cathedral are both must-sees.

There are so many beautiful towns and 
villages to see from here, we felt spoilt 
for choice!

The Swan Pub is within walkable 
distance from site, serving excellent 
food with friendly service – book in 
advance as it is very popular.

There are numerous National Trust and 
English Heritage sites in the area which 
are worth a visit, including RAF Defford.

Visit the world’s smallest theatre in 
Malvern, named The Theatre of Small 
Convenience.

The British Camp Hill Fort at Malvern 
Hills was our favourite area.
