This is an excellent location for 
attending events at Goodwood.

The Tangmere Military Aviation 
Museum is a must-visit for history 
enthusiasts.

The Amberly Museum is a wonderful 
day out for all the family, and is dog-
friendly.

The HMS Victory in Portsmouth is the 
Royal Navy’s most famous warship, 
a great visit for those interested in 
nautical or wartime history.
